 DEVELOPMENTAL EVALUATION - II: SUBJECTIVE: Roselyn's parents are in today to round out the second half of this developmental evaluation. Please refer to my note signed 02/15/2012 reviewing results of developmental testing administered on that date. There had been some difficulty getting both parents in for the second part of the evaluation, which explains the delay since February. I started today's session by asking if Roselyn had begun any type of preschool special education program, since her Birth to Three services and at her 3rd birthday. I was told that the family is still waiting to hear from school regarding services. We next asked Roselyn's parents to outline their main questions and concerns for this evaluation. Roselyn's mother states that she wants to know exactly what Roselyn needs. She feels that she has made quite a bit of progress, is talking more, showing affection, and imitating her mother. Roselyn's mother also mentions that she would like to be certain that her child does not have autism. Her parents' recollection from previous evaluations through the Birth to Three system are that Roselyn does not in fact have autism (see summary of previous eval below). We briefly reviewed past medical history. Roselyn was the 7 pound 14 ounce product of an uncomplicated term gestation by C-section with Apgar scores of 8 and 9. Her mother was 25 years old and this was her first pregnancy. Apparently, at about 6 months' gestation, there was concern regarding preterm labor, but ultimately the pregnancy went to a full 40 weeks. Roselyn apparently had no difficulty in the nursery and was able to return home with her mother. She has had no subsequent hospitalization, surgery or major illness. She takes no regular medications and has no known allergies. Turning to family and social history,
